As Course Leader for FdSc Dry Stone Walling, you’ve begun to prepare your Annual Evaluation by looking through the evidence available to you.

You’ve already noted the following:

· The external examiner, whilst extremely complimentary about the content, structure, level and learning opportunities, has expressed some concerns about levels of progression onto the top-up degree.
· The Exam Board has suggested that the core module ‘DSTW 1001’ be referred to the post-exam board moderation group as the proportion of students receiving A or B grades was considerably lower than other modules seen at the time.  You haven’t yet heard when the moderation group will meet.
· Student representatives, commenting at course committees, have mentioned that some mature students are reporting difficulty managing the timing of assessment of DSTW1001 with their work commitments in the field.  The reps do not think this is an issue for most students, however.
