Joint Pathway students must take the mandatory module HEST 3003 and an Independent Study module (either HEST 3001/2 or equivalent in their Joint subject) plus one (1) Optional module from those listed above (including those modules listed that are shared with another subject).  

Joint pathway students who choose to place their Independent Study in their other joint subject must choose two (2) additional Optional modules from those listed above(including those modules listed that are shared with another subject).
