	As a self-funding student, access to teaching experience was initially problematic as I was not automatically considered part of the teaching pool. 	Currently only six months into research degree, however am helping my supervisor teach a module-my input increasing each week and will lecture unsupported and unsupervised four weeks from now and feel very excited and confident.

The fact that I am part-time is also a factor. 

	I have taught in management education, training and personal development for over 30 years, so building further skills in this area is less relevant to me. I have taught at this institution to help out due to long term abscence of a full time member od staff
