Small Grants Scheme
All self funded research degree students can apply for funding support from the Small Grants Scheme once their RDB1 Application for Registration has been approved by the Research Degrees Board. A student can apply for a maximum of £500/year and the money is allocated on a first come first serve basis. Once the fund is exhausted, no further claims will be approved.

The budget is there specifically to pay for expenses directly related to your research. It can therefore be used for the following:

· Photocopying

· Printing of research posters

· Purchase of books

· Conference attendance

· Travel to conferences, to see supervisors, to access research materials etc

· Accommodation when attending conferences, visiting external supervisor etc

· Lab or field materials specifically for your research (Petri dishes, chemicals, protective clothing etc)

· Membership of learned societies etc

· Relevant journal subscriptions
· Training courses

· Thesis binding

The grant is not intended for the purchase of IT equipment, including external hard drives. 
If you wish to purchase a software licence that you will use on-site please talk to the GRS Manager. If the licence will be of benefit to more than one student, the School will consider purchasing this. If the software is specific to one individual’s needs, it may be supported through this scheme.
To make an application to the Small Grants Scheme, students must complete the form attached. Prior to making a claim it is advisable to contact Karan Atkin to both ensure funds are still available and to make sure you are able to claim for the required item. If, for example, you are claiming for more expensive items, such as the cost of conference attendance, we may need to see proof from your DoS that this would benefit your research. 
If the item has already been purchased, please attach receipts to your form to show proof of purchase. If the expenditure is costly, proof of cost, such as a print off from a conference web page prior to the purchase will be adequate and, if approved, monies will then be issued to you in order to allow you to carry out the purchase.
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SMALL GRANTS SCHEME FOR SELF FUNDED RESEARCH STUDENTS

To be eligible you must have had your RDB1 form approved by the Research Degrees Board and have received a satisfactory annual evaluation (RDB9).
